Lettering Policy


In order to receive a letter for the Boys Swimming and Diving team the swimmer/diver must earn that letter.  The criteria the coaching staff will use to determine if a swimmer/diver is eligible for a letter is as follows:

1. Attendance: The swimmers/diver must have 100% attendance at practice and meets.  If an absence is excused it will not count against the athlete’s attendance percentage.  Unexcused absence may result in a swimmer/diver not receiving a letter.

2. Attitude:  The swimmer/diver must show at all the times the proper Crimson Swimming and Diving attitude which consists of: a show of proper respect for all teammates, opponents, coaches, officials etc., a willingness to work hard both in and out of the pool and to support teammates through the good and the bad.

3. The Swimmer/Diver meets at least one of the following criteria:

A. The swimmer or diver achieves any of the following time standards or dive list

B. The swimmer/diver scores 25 or more points for the team in varsity competition.

Even if a swimmer/diver has met all of the above criteria, or if the swimmer/diver is close to meeting all of the criteria, the coaching staff will make the final decision on who the letter winners are.

If there are any violations of the Minnesota State High School League Rules regarding chemical use or conduct in the school or community during the season, the athlete will not letter.
